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Resolution #ACH-2007-2
WHEREAS, the Anchorage Coalition on Homelessness is an organization dedicated to improving access to affordable housing for all Alaskans; and

WHEREAS, members of the Coalition represent many different sectors homeless subpopulations; and

WHEREAS, federal funding through McKinney-Vento Act programs is an important resource for many homeless Alaskans; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Anchorage Coalition on Homelessness adopts the following position on reauthorization of the McKinney-Vento Act:

1.
Congress should direct HUD to allow local continuum groups to determine their own priorities, based on local conditions, provided that an open and inclusive process is utilized to determine those priorities.

2.
Congress should refrain from codifying any incentive programs or establishing a fixed percentage of funds that would favor a particular housing type or homeless subpopulation.

3.
The HUD definition of homelessness should be amended to include people who are forced to live in other homeless situations, including people who are staying in motels or with other households temporarily because they have nowhere else to go and no appropriate shelters are available or practicable.

4.
Funding for transitional housing and supportive services that result in housing stability should be preserved in any reauthorization action.

5.
Any match requirements under the McKinney-Vento Act should recognize in-kind goods and services as contributions towards this obligation.
