WHEREAS, the Anchorage Coalition on Homelessness is a membership organization dedicated to ultimately ending homelessness by developing a strong and responsive service delivery system that connects the homeless to opportunities for housing in the Municipality of Anchorage; and 

WHEREAS, in Anchorage approximately 1,100 people are homeless on any given night
 and 2,800 children from birth to age 12 were homeless at some time during the 2005-2006 school year,
 and
Whereas, the Municipality of Anchorage’s Ten Year Plan on Homelessness contains an action step to invite feedback from the HAND Commission, Mayor, Assembly and Federation of Community Councils; and
WHEAREAS, the Municipality of Anchorage’s Ten Year Plan on Homelessness contains an action step for community-wide implementation in which the Plan will be, “fully incorporated into the Municipality’s agencies’ and partners’ programs and funding decisions, and will be the rule of thumb when dealing with homelessness;
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Anchorage Coalition on Homelessness supports the creation of a Leadership Forum in order to obtain feedback, advocate and inform stakeholders about the Anchorage Coalition on Homelessness’s efforts, actions and progress in the community and to encourage the “fast tracking” of legislation that is pertinent to the issue of homelessness.
